Your Fob activates the hot water for 5mins
every 4 hours.

If you’re visiting “The
Surf Club Avoca Beach” you will be required to show your Keyring to receive the 10%
discount.

The Club is looking for some volunteers to help locking up the downstairs parts of the
building each night and putting the chairs away.
